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Course Objectives: 
To impart to the student fundamental Spanish reading, writing, speaking, and listening skills within a 
multi-cultural context in an internet-enabled classroom environment.  
 
NOTE: This class requires that students learn and are tested on 8 chapters through homework and 
chapter quizzes in addition to a composition, written and speaking midterm and final exams. It is each 
student’s responsibility to review the course calendar and plan accordingly to manage their time in 
order to complete all assignments by the posted deadline. Saturday 11pm is the cutoff time on 
deadline day. Plan to submit all assignments well in advance of Saturday 11pm. If you are in the middle 
of an assignment at 11pm, the system will kick you out and the assignment will be automatically 
submitted for grading. You will not be given an opportunity to finish and the instructor will grade the 
assignment as submitted.

If there is a delay in grading, your 
instructor will notify students.  

Late Work/Extensions: 
If a student has a problem or scheduling conflict that prevents the student from submitting an 
assignment on time, the student should contact the professor immediately as much as possible prior to 
the deadline.
